PIER, RAMP, FLOAT & FLOAT HAULOUT SYSTEM

PROJECT SUMMARY

RELEVANT INFORMATION

Ryan Byrne’s (Applicant) home is located on the Madomak River in Waldoboro, Maine,
in a mixed recreational and commercial fishing area, with commercial and residential
piers in the area of the proposed site (please see Exhibits 1A, 1B, 1C and the photo set).
Local sea traffic principally consists of recreational watercraft and commercial lobster
boats.

The proposed pier, ramp, float and timber frame float haulout system (collectively, the
dock), are located on the western shore of the river (please see Exhibits 1A and 1B).

The upland portion of the pier and float haulout system will be supported by PT wood 4"
x 4" or 6" x 6" stub posts, set in hand power-augered holes. The excess soil will be
packed in around each post. The local soil disturbance will be minimal using this method
of installation such that no erosion controls are required.

The combination rock / ledge outcrop, boulder / cobble, mixed-coarse and sand/mudflat
beach results in a mix of surfaces to which the pier supports must be secured. Special
consideration has been given to the method of securing these vertical pier supports.

In this regard, the Applicant’s consulting marine contractor proposes to employ two each
piling sets, 10’ +/- on center, where competent rock has been identified close to shore. In
addition, batter pilings will be installed for the first five piling sets from the water end to
ward off ice lift-up during exceptionally cold winters. These pilings will be drilled and
pinned to ledge and chained down.

The 14" x 20' float has been reasonably sized to accommodate the Applicant’s watercraft
in a safe, stable manner, while minimizing the indirect footprint.

The relatively small footprint of the ramp and float represents minimal impact on any
commercial fishing activities. Co-existence of such recreational and commercial
activities has occurred for over a hundred years throughout the Friendship area.

PROPOSED STRUCTURE

The Applicant proposes to construct a PT wood &' x 130' pier, a 3' x 40' aluminum ramp, a PT
wood 14' x 20' float, and a 10' x 40' timber frame float haulout (please see Exhibit 2).



The Applicant’s 22' +/- long boat will be moored in front of the home. There are other
commercial and private piers, reasonably immediate to the site, which are not available to
the Applicant,

The proposed structure will provide the Applicant reasonable and immediate access to
navigable water, at a reasonably secure and monitor-capable location for the Applicant’s
boat and users, including family and guests (especially young children), w1th minimal
interference to the public way.

The specific pier location on the Applicant’s site was selected for the following reasons:

It clearly meets the side setbacks at mean high water,
Two trees will be removed, and some branches will be trimmed to accommodate
the upland portion of the pier and float haulout.

o The location selected on the Applicant’s property permits the shortest distance to
navigable water

» The pier location offers a reasonable, direct view for monitoring young family
members {grandchildren) and guests around the pier, ramp and float.

In summary, the proposed site provides reasonably safe boat access, structural integrity,
and direct access to the Madomak River for recreational enjoyment and further access to
other seaward locations.

CONTRUCTION
Construction of the pier and float haulout will take place, upon receipt of all permits, by

barge, working out of the main channel, in a manner which will provide essentially no
interference with water traffic.

The ramp and float will be constructed off-site and towed to the site before the beginning
of the 2022 summer season.
