Below is the section of the Town of Waldoboro Land Use Ordinance applicable for the pier construction in the
shoreland zone.

Article 7. Shoreland Zoning
F. Land Use Standards
3. Piers, docks, wharves, bridges and other structures extending over or beyond the normal high-water
line of a water body or within a wetland:

a. Siting. Docks or other facilities located over mudflats are permitted for commercially licensed
marine-related use. Structures for private or recreational uses are prohibited over mudflats that
are active or potential shellfish harvesting areas. Applicants must demonstrate that proposed
structures comply with the provisions of the Maine Natural Resources Protection Act (N.R.P.A.
Title 38, Section 480). Individual lot owners are encouraged to consolidate the use of docks
wherever possible to minimize waterfront congestion.

The pier is not proposed over mudflats. The bottom consists of granular material and the
stone remnants from a historic pier.

New permanent piers and docks on non-tidal waters shall not be permitted unless it is clearly
demonstrated to the Planning Board that a temporary pier or dock is not feasible, and a permit
has been obtained from the Department of Environmental Protection, pursuant to the Natural
Resources Protection Act.

The pier is proposed in tidal waters and an NRPA application has been submitted to the
State and Army Corp.

b. Appropriate soils. Access from shore shall be developed on soils appropriate for such use and
constructed so as to control erosion.

The proposed access to the pier will be constructed in approximately the same location as
the existing access and will be constructed in a well vegetated area where currently there
are minimal signs of erosion.

Beach areas. The location shall not interfere with existing developed or natural beach areas.

The proposed pier location is where historically a pier has been located (see attached
photo) and will not interfere with any existing development or natural beaches.

Fisheries. The facility shall be located so as to minimize adverse effects on fisheries.

The proposed location was chosen to minimize impacts.

Size. The facility shall be no larger in dimension than necessary to carry on the activity and be
consistent with existing conditions, use, and character of the area. A temporary pier, dock or
wharf in non-tidal waters shall not be wider than six feet for non-commercial uses.

The proposed residential pier is the minimal length and width necessary to allow for
adequate water depths at all tide cycles.

Structure prohibition on docks, wharves. No new structure shall be built on, over or abutting a
pier, wharf, dock or other structure extending beyond the normal highwater line of a water body
or within a wetland unless the structure requires direct access to the water as an operational
necessity,

There are no permanent structures proposed on the pier, allowance has been made for a
seasonal storage box.

Conversion prohibition on docks, wharves. No existing structures buiit on, over or abutting a
pier, dock, wharf or other structure extending beyond the normal highwater line of a water body
or within a wetland shall be converted to residential dwelling units in any district.

Not applicable.

Structure height on docks, wharves. Except in the General Development District and Water-
Dependent Commercial Maritime Activities District, structures built on, over or abutting a pier,
wharf, dock or other structure extending beyond the normal highwater line of a water body or
within a wetland shall not exceed twenty (20) feet in height above the pier, wharf, dock or other
structure; 38 MMR.S.A. § 480-C.

There are no permanent structures proposed on the pier.

1. The permittee shall assure that a copy of this permit is at the work site whenever work is being performed
and that all personnel performing work at the site of the work authorized by this permit are fully aware of the
terms and conditions of the permit. This permit, including its drawings and any appendices and other
attachments, shall be made a part of any and all contracts and sub-contracts for work which affects areas of
Corps of Engineers' jurisdiction at the site of the work authorized by this permit. This shall be done by
including the entire permit in the specifications for the work. If the permit is issued after construction
specifications but before receipt of bids or quotes, the entire permit shall be included as an addendum to the
specifications. The term "entire permit” includes permit amendments. Although the permittee may assign
various aspects of the work to different contractors or sub-contractors, all contractors and sub-contractors shall
be obligated by contract to comply with all environmental protection provisions of the entire permit, and no
contract or sub-contract shall require or allow unauthorized work in areas of Corps of Engineers jurisdiction.

2. The permittee understands that, if future operations by the United States require the removal, relocation, or
other alteration, of the structure or work herein authorized, or if, in the opinion of the Secretary of the Army or
his authorized representative, said structure or work shall cause unreasonable obstruction to the free
navigation of the navigable waters, the permittee will be required, upon due notice from the Corps of
Engineers, to remove, relocate, or alter the structural work or obstructions caused thereby, without expense to
the United States. No claim shall be made against the United States on account of any such removal or
alteration.

3. The project will be constructed in accordance with the permit application drawing entitled, "George & Alice
Frelinghuysen-Pier Plan" Sheet C1 dated March 15, 2019 as prepared by Gartley & Dorsky Engineering, Inc..

4. The project is not to disturb the existing identified saltmarsh vegetation located in the intertidal zone. The
permittee will be required to compensate for any disturbance noted during a subsequent compliance
inspection.

5. The permit for the pier, ramp and float does not eliminate the need to obtain local harbormaster approval or
conform to local harbor management plans.
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
